Consideration of request from the Department of Economics and Finance for a change in course prerequisites for FI 486


Dr. Campbell moved approval and Dr. Young seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.
Consideration of request from College of Business for changes to Option 2 of Bachelor of General Studies program – change to admission requirements, option name, and course requirements


Dr. Rieff moved approval and Dr. Sellers seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.
Consideration of the request from the College of Education for new Special Topics courses:  ECE, EED, ED, and HES 497

Consideration of the request from the Department of Social Work to expand prescribed supporting courses in Social Work major

Information Item:  Clarification of HPER curricular changes (already approved but revised for ACHE clarification)
