MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF WEDNESDAY, DECEMBER 4, 2002

The UNA Curriculum Committee met at 3 p.m. on Wednesday, December 4, 2002, in Banquet Hall C of the Guillot University Center. Dr. Bill Huddleston, chairperson, presided.  Dr. Dan Heimmermann, Dr. Bob Garfrerick, Dr. Craig Robertson, and Dr. Mike Moeller attended as guests.
The minutes of the meeting of October 24, 2002, were unanimously approved on motion by Dr. Parris and second by Dr. Rieff.

Dr. Rieff moved approval and Dr. Parris seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Music for clarification of music ensemble requirements; Consideration of the request from the Department of Music to expand MU 361; Consideration of the request from the Department of Music for removal of MU 381 from Sacred Music major; Consideration of the request from the Department of Music for removal of MU 395 from Sacred Music major; Consideration of the request from the Department of Music for removal of MU 396 from Sacred Music major; Consideration of the request from the Department of Music for removal of MU 419 from Sacred Music major; Consideration of the request from the Department of Music for deletion of MU 449; Consideration of the request from the Department of Music for combination of MU 449 and MU 390


Dr. Gaunder moved approval and Dr. Gatlin seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.  At the request of the Committee, Chair Huddleston will write to ask Dr. Simpson if it was the department’s intent to omit MA 147 or MA 345 from the Sacred Music major as illustrated in the new copy proposed with the requested changes.  If it is the intent to omit these courses, Dr. Simpson will be informed that a proposal for this omission must be submitted to the Curriculum Committee.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Music for the removal of PY 321 from the requirements for the Sacred Music major


Dr. Rieff moved approval and Dr. McIntosh seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Music for the removal of MK 363 from the requirements for the Sacred Music major


Dr. Gatlin moved approval and Dr. McIntosh seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Information Item, Department of Music: Title change for MU 225 and MU 435; Information Item, Department of Music: Title change for MU/ENT 300, MU/ENT 335, MU/ENT 425, MU/ENT 426, and MU/ENT 430, and reinstatement of laboratory fees; Information Item, Department of Music: Title change for MU/ENT 325 and MU/ENT 329
