MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF TUESDAY, DECEMBER  4, 2001


3:30 P.M., FACULTY/STAFF COMMONS OF THE GUILLOT UNIVERSITY CENTER
The UNA Curriculum Committee met at 3:30 p.m. on Tuesday, December 4, 2001, in the Faculty/Staff Commons of the Guillot University Center.  Dr. Kaylene A. Gebert, Chairperson, presided over the meeting. Todd Stanfield from the Office of Research and several students attended as guests.

The minutes of the meetings of October 3 and 4, 2001, were unanimously approved on motion by Dr. Pood and second by Dr. Robertson.

Follow-up discussion on the CAAP Examination

Todd Stanfield from the Office of Research presented additional data on the CAAP examination which was discussed among the committee members.

Consideration of the recommendations from the Subcommittee on Repeat/Delete

A proposal from the subcommittee was presented to the full Curriculum Committee.  After an extensive discussion with input from the student delegation, Dr. Pood made a motion and Ms. Cramer seconded the motion (1) approving the proposal with amendments as contained in the attachment to these minutes and (2) recommending that the proposal be forwarded to the SGA and Faculty Senate for concurrence.  The motion was approved unanimously.  The faculty members of the Curriculum Committee were charged with talking to the faculty in their respective departments to make sure the faculty understood the Curriculum Committee's position on this issue so that they are prepared for action when it is presented to the Faculty Senate.

Categorization of changes that can be editorial in nature and not reviewed by Curriculum Committee (e.g., time of offering, prerequisites, etc.)

Dr. Robertson made a motion and Ms. Cramer seconded the motion asking that the Curriculum Change Proposal Form be revised to include a category entitled "Non-Substantive/Editorial Change (only complete page 1 for this category)."  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Foreign Languages for revisions to the minor in International Studies

Dr. Pood moved approval and Dr. Robertson seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Foreign Languages for revisions to the course descriptions for FL 302 and SP 103

Dr. Pood moved approval and Dr. Gatlin seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Foreign Languages for the addition of a laboratory fee


Dr. Pood moved approval and Dr. Hattabaugh seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.  This item will be presented for consideration by the UNA Board of Trustees at its June 2002 meeting.

Consideration of the request from the College of HPER for the elimination of the athletic training major, minor, and concentration

Dr. Hattabaugh moved approval and Dr. Light seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the College of Nursing for a change in philosophy

Dr. Bailey moved approval and Ms. Cramer seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.
