MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF WEDNESDAY, FEBRUARY 2, 2005

3:00 P.M., FACULTY/STAFF COMMONS OF THE GUC
The UNA Curriculum Committee met at 3 p.m. on Wednesday, February 2, 2005, in the Faculty/Staff Commons of the Guillot University Center.  The following members were present:  Dr. Birdie Bailey, Dr. Eddy Joe Brackin, Ms. Summer Brooks, Dr. Sharon Campbell, Dr. Mark Edwards, Dr. Kerry Gatlin, Dr. Robert Gaunder, Dr. Vagn Hansen, Dr. Anna Lott, Dr. Roosevelt Newson, Dr. Joan Parris, Dr. Lynne Rieff, Dr. Martha Rock, Mr. Jeremy Stafford, Ms. Jane Wilson, and Dr. Sue Wilson.  Dr. Bill Huddleston, chairperson, presided.
Minutes
The minutes of the meetings of October 19 and November 10, 2004, were unanimously approved on motion by Dr. Parris and second by Ms. Brooks.
Request from the Department of History and Political Science for reduction in number of 300-400 social science electives required for Social Science major and removal of PY as one of the options in this area, Request from the Department of History and Political Science for removal of PY 201 as major core requirement for Social Science major

Dr. Parris moved approval and Dr. Rieff seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Request from the Department of History and Political Science for addition of ED 481 as acceptable course for the prescribed supporting computer course in Social Science major


Dr. Rieff made a motion and Dr. Gaunder seconded the motion approving the request with a friendly amendment that in the prescribed supporting courses, CIS 100 be changed to CIS 125 since CIS 100 is no longer offered.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Request from the Department of History and Political Science for addition of ED 481 as acceptable course for the prescribed supporting computer course in History major


Dr. Rock made a motion and Dr. Rieff seconded the motion approving the request with a friendly amendment that in the prescribed supporting courses, CIS 100 be changed to CIS 125 since CIS 100 is no longer offered.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Request from the Department of English for addition of the options of CIS 125 and ED 481 to the current departmental requirements in computer literacy


Dr. Rock moved approved and Ms. Brooks seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Request from the Department of Biology for change in course description of BI 141, Request from the Department of Biology for change in course description of BI 142


Dr. Parris moved approval and Ms. Brooks seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Academic Advising (continued discussion from October 19 meeting relative to a Resolution to the Administration) – Excerpt from October 19 minutes – The Curriculum Committee is willing to entertain the development of a resolution to the Administration in this regard but because of the late hour, it was determined that this item would be further discussed at the next meeting.  Dr. Holland and/or Dr. Wilson will be asked to present the data at the next meeting


The data from Priscilla Holland was distributed to the committee.  This item will be placed on the agenda of the next meeting when committee members have had ample time to review the data.  Dr. Holland will be asked to include transfer students in the data since transfer students represent over 50% of UNA’s graduates.
Information Item:  Phase Out of B.A. and B.S. in Geology relative to ACHE program viability

This item was an information item and required no action from the Committee.

Discussion of other Curriculum Committee Goals – (a) Reviewing the requirements for the BA and BS degrees.  Should there be a greater difference between the two?; (b) Evaluating the effectiveness of the current policy in EN 100 of awarding grades of A, B, C, and NC


Regarding the B.A./B.S. requirements, several possibilities were discussed.  For the next meeting, Dr. Huddleston was asked to check the requirements at other institutions.  With regard to the grading system for EN 100, an English Department representative reported that the department feels comfortable with the grading system for EN 100 because it follows policies at other sister institutions and allows students to repeat the course if needed for proficiency.  Some possibilities that could be considered are:  (1) look at data on how many students with grades of NC in EN 100 have repeated the course; (2) look at establishing a date by which a student has to have attended class before withdrawal; and (3) possibility of a policy whereby the NC would change to an I if not enrolled in EN 100 the following semester.  No decisions were made on these discussion items.
Consideration of the request from the Department of Criminal Justice for a new course, CJ 491


Dr. Rock moved approval and Dr. Campbell seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.
Consideration of the request from the Department of Chemistry and Industrial Hygiene for addition of MA 112 and 125 to selection list of prescribed supporting courses for Industrial Hygiene major


Dr. Campbell moved approval and Ms. Brooks seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.


Upon motion and second, the meeting was adjourned at 4:30 p.m.
