MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF FEBRUARY 4, 2009

3:30 P.M., FACULTY-STAFF COMMONS OF GUILLOT UNIVERSITY CENTER
The UNA Curriculum Committee met at 3:30 p.m. on Wednesday, February 4, 2009, in the Faculty/Staff Commons of the Guillot University Center. Approval of Minutes

Dr. Stafford moved approval of the January 13, 2009, meeting minutes and Mr. Back seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.
Consideration of the request from the College of Nursing and Allied Health to allow the elective substitution of nine hours of graduate nursing courses for 9 hours of undergraduate nursing courses and will establish the curriculum for the proposed RN to MSN program


Dr. Young moved approval and Mr. Back seconded the motion.  The motion was approved by a vote of 10 for, 0 against, and 1 abstention.
Consideration of request from the Department of Economics and Finance for a change in course prerequisites for FI 486


This item will be deferred until the next meeting since there was not a department representative to present the proposal.
Consideration of request from the Department of Chemistry and Industrial Hygiene for a new course, IH 496, and addition of that course to the Industrial Hygiene major


Dr. Joubert moved approval and Mr. Rieff seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.
Consideration of the request from the Department of English for a change in Area II of the General Education requirements


Dr. Lott moved approval and Dr. Rieff seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.  This item will need to be approved by the statewide Articulation and General Studies Committee before it can be placed in the next edition of the Undergraduate Catalog.
Consideration of the request from the Department of English for a change in course prerequisites for upper-level English classes and American and British literature survey courses


Dr. Lott moved approval and Dr. Joubert seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.
Consideration of the request from the Department of Foreign Languages for inactivation of a course, FL 200


Dr. Lott moved approval and Dr. Rieff seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.
Consideration of the request from the Department of Foreign Languages for reconfiguration of Foreign Languages major


Dr. Lott moved approval and Dr. Koti seconded the motion.  The motion was approved by a vote of 10 for, 0 against, and 1 abstention.  This will have to be submitted to ACHE for approval.  Because the addition of three hours to the foreign languages major would also increase the foreign languages teaching concentration by three hours, it was determined that the FL 497 course could be placed as one of the 400-level electives in the teaching concentration and, thus, not increase that major.

Upon motion by Dr. Stafford, second by Dr. Young, and unanimous vote, the meeting adjourned at 4:25 p.m.
