MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF MONDAY, JUNE 20, 2005


3:30 P.M., WESLEYAN HALL CLASSROOM
The UNA Curriculum Committee met at 3:30 p.m. on Monday, June 20, 2005, in a classroom of Wesleyan Hall.  The following members were present:  Dr. Birdie Bailey, Dr. Eddy Joe Brackin, Dr. Sharon Campbell, Dr. Mark Edwards, Dr. Robert Gaunder, Dr. Vagn Hansen, Dr. Anna Lott, Dr. Roosevelt Newson, Dr. Joan Parris, Dr. Martha Rock, Dr. Dennis Tunell for Dr. Joyce McIntosh, Ms. Jane Wilson, and Dr. Sue J. Wilson.  Dr. Bill Huddleston, chairperson, presided.  Guests included Vince Brewton, Charles Joubert, Ron Smith, Jimmy Simpson, Dan Heimmermann, Craig Christy, Craig Robertson, Mike Moeller, Ron Shady, and Jerri Bullard.

Minutes
The minutes of the meeting of May 3, 2005, were unanimously approved on motion by Dr. Parris and second by Dr. Rock.

Revisit requests for an Honors Program Curriculum – excerpt from 5-3-05 minutes:  Dr. Campbell made a motion and Dr. Parris seconded the motion to approve Year 1 of the Honors Program with the idea that the program will involve a 36 hour minimum requirement for Graduation with Honors on the condition that at the next meeting of the Curriculum Committee to be scheduled prior to the start of the fall semester, the following items will be presented: (1) admission requirements for the program; (2) course descriptions for Year 1 courses not currently designated as honors courses (i.e. Honors Forum, PHL 201, PY 201); and (3) a document similar to the program approved in 1994.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Dr. Gaunder made a motion and Dr. Campbell seconded the motion to table action on the proposal for an honors program until Dr. Gaunder and Dr. Brewton met to consider questions/concerns of Dr. Gaunder and any modifications to the proposal will be presented at a committee meeting in the fall.  The motion was approved unanimously.  A specific concern mentioned was that the advisory committee size and appointment are not clear and should be more specific; recommendations were:  (1) Dr. Newson or his designee should serve as an ex officio member of the advisory committee; (2) one member from each college appointed by the respective dean should serve on the committee; (3) the Dean of the College of Arts and Sciences should serve on the committee; (4) the Director of Admissions should serve on the committee; (5) service on committees should be a three-year term with the possibility of renewal for an additional term; (6) all committee members should be voting members; and (7) the committee should meet at least once a semester.


Ms. Jane Wilson made a motion and Dr. Gaunder seconded the motion for approval of the new courses – Honors Forum 101, PY 201H, and MA 181H.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Chemistry and Industrial Hygiene for the addition of a prerequisite to CH 432


Dr. Rock moved approval and Dr. Campbell seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Mathematics and Computer Science for the renumbering of MA 245


Dr. Campbell moved approval and Dr. Parris seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Music for the deletion of a minor or second major for Vocal/Choral Music and Instrumental Music (Option IV and V respectively)


Dr. Campbell moved approval and Dr. Parris seconded the motion.  The motion was approved by a vote of 6 for and 1 against.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Music for the addition of MU 109, 209 to Area V for Option IV and V and inclusion of Shoals Symphony at UNA as an option with other required courses in Option V


Dr. Campbell moved approval and Dr. Parris seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.  Dr. Gaunder made a motion and Dr. Tunell seconded the motion to include MU 309 and MU 409 in the approved courses.  The motion was approved unanimously.
Consideration of the request from the Department of Music for the addition of MU 123, 223, 323, 423 and associated laboratory fee to the existing list of Applied Music


Dr. Campbell moved approval and Dr. Rock seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.
Consideration of the request from the Department of English for removal of course prerequisite for EN 442


Dr. Lott moved approval and Ms. Wilson seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.
Consideration of the request from the Department of English for removal of course, EN 451, Consideration of the request from the Department of English for renumbering of courses, EN 351 and 352


Dr. Campbell moved approval and Dr. Rock seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.  Dr. Edwards had to leave the meeting at this point.
Consideration of the request from the Department of English for allowing EN 306 creditable to all options in the major


Dr. Rock moved approval and Dr. Gaunder seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.
Consideration of the request from the Department of English for removal of course prerequisite, EN 455W


Dr. Campbell moved approval and Dr. Rock seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.
Consideration of the request from the Department of English for title change, EN 323


Ms. Wilson moved approval and Dr. Rock seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.
Consideration of the request from the Department of History and Political Science for new course, HI 440, Consideration of the request from the Department of History and Political Science for new course, HI 441, Consideration of the request from the Department of History and Political Science for removal of course, HI 447


Dr. Campbell moved approval and Ms. Wilson seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of History and Political Science for new course, PS 311


Dr. Campbell moved approval and Dr. Parris seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of History and Political Science for new course, PS 412


Dr. Campbell moved approval and Dr. Parris seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Music for removal of course prerequisites for ENT 325, 425, 426, 430


Dr. Campbell moved approval and Dr. Parris seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.
Consideration of the request from the Department of Foreign Languages for revision of course description, FL 498


Dr. Rock moved approval and Ms. Wilson seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Music for change in title of MU 381, Consideration of the request from the Department of Music for change in title of MU 444


Dr. Campbell moved approval and Dr. Parris seconded the motion on the condition that the course titles are changed to Elementary School Music Methods and Secondary School Music Methods.  The motion was approved unanimously.
Consideration of the request from the Department of Sociology for change in course description of SO 310, Consideration of the request from the Department of Sociology for new course, SO 311, and associated laboratory fee


Dr. Campbell moved approval and Dr. Rock seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Psychology for new course, PY 201H


This course was approved earlier under the Honors Program discussion.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Art for new course, AR 470


Dr. Campbell moved approval and Dr. Parris seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Mathematics and Computer Science for new course, MA 181H


This course was approved earlier in the meeting under the Honors Program discussion.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Chemistry and Industrial Hygiene for change of CH 382 from three hours to four hours credit and change in course description, Consideration of the request from the Department of Chemistry and Industrial Hygiene for change of CH 382L course description, Consideration of the request from the Department of Chemistry and Industrial Hygiene for removal of CH 444 from required courses in Professional Chemistry major


Dr. Gaunder moved approval and Dr. Rock seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Foreign Languages for a new course, SA 499


Dr. Campbell moved approval and Dr. Rock seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the College of Nursing and Allied Health for a change in grade point average for admission to the nursing program


Dr. Campbell moved approval and Ms. Wilson seconded the motion with the stipulation that the following statement be added to the admission requirements:  Admission to the College of Nursing and Allied Health is competitive, and meeting all admission requirements does not guarantee admission.”  The motion was approved unanimously.  Dr. Newson and Dr. Tunell had to leave the meeting before the vote of this item.

Academic Advising (continued discussion from October 19 meeting relative to a Resolution to the Administration) and Learning Communities Discussion with Jerri Bullard – Excerpt from October 19 minutes – The Curriculum Committee is willing to entertain the development of a resolution to the Administration in this regard but because of the late hour, it was determined that this item would be further discussed at the next meeting.  Dr. Holland and/or Dr. Wilson will be asked to present the data at the next meeting; Data was presented on 2/2/05 and will be discussed at next meeting


The committee decided to delay making any resolutions concerning Academic Advising until the next meeting of the University Curriculum Committee.  The feelings were that it would be best to instead work at assisting the pilot testing of Learning Communities.


Dr. Jerri Bullard provided information about the plans for establishing Learning Communities at UNA. She requested that the committee approve the establishment of LC 100 so that the pilot program could be evaluated. 


Dr. Rock moved Suspension of the Rules to allow Dr. Bullard to submit the proposal of the LC 100 class and Dr. Campbell seconded the motion.  The Suspension of the Rules motion passed by the necessary 2/3rds majority.


Dr. Rock moved and Dr. Campbell seconded the motion to establish an LC 100 class for the 2005-06 academic year. The motion included a proviso that after the spring 2006 semester, the course would require formal approval by the University Curriculum Committee before it could be taught again.  After some discussion, the motion passed without opposition.

The meeting adjourned at 4:10 p.m.
