
CURRICULUM COMMITTEE


MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THURSDAY, MARCH 4, 2004

3:30 P.M., FACULTY/STAFF COMMONS OF THE GUC
The UNA Curriculum Committee met at 3:30 p.m. on Thursday, March 4, 2004, in the Faculty/Staff Commons of the Guillot University Center.  The following members were present:  Dr. Sharon Campbell, Dr. Kerry P. Gatlin, Dr. Robert Gaunder, Dr. Bill Huddleston, Dr. Anna Lott, Dr. Mike Moeller, Dr. Janice Myhan, Dr. Roosevelt Newson, Dr. Lynne Rieff, Mr. Eric Sizemore, Dr. John F. Wakefield, Dr. G. Garry Warren, Ms. Jane Wilson, and Dr. Sue Wilson.  Dr. Joan Parris, chairperson, presided.  Guests included Laura Stokes, Tony Blose, and Charles Joubert.
The minutes of the meeting of September 23, 2003, were unanimously approved on motion by Mrs. Jane Wilson and second by Dr. Lott.  The minutes of the October 1, 2003, meeting were unanimously approved on motion by Dr. Campbell and second by Mr. Sizemore.
Consideration of the request from the Department of Psychology for revisions to the Area IV and Area V requirements of the Psychology major


Dr. Huddleston moved approval and Mrs. Jane Wilson seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Music for removal of MA 147 and MA 345 from the Sacred Music option


Dr. Gaunder moved approval and Mr. Sizemore seconded the motion.  Since this item was discussed in detail at a previous meeting, it was determined an informational item and required no action from the committee.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Physics and Earth Science for a new option, General Science


Mr. Sizemore moved approval and Mrs. Jane Wilson seconded the motion.  After extensive discussion, Dr. Huddleston made a motion and Dr. Gaunder seconded the motion to table action until the next meeting when the Department of Physics and Earth Science could present a revised proposal to (1) move PH 251, 252, and 343 from the core requirements to Options I and II, and (2) add a required writing component.  The motion was approved unanimously.  When approved, this option will require approval from the Alabama Commission on Higher Education.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Secondary Education for revisions to the Teaching Field – Art


Mr. Sizemore moved approval and Mrs. Jane Wilson seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of request from the Department of Secondary Education for revisions to the Teaching Field – Physics


Mr. Sizemore moved approval and Mrs. Jane Wilson seconded the motion.  Following discussion, Mr. Sizemore made a motion and Dr. Myhan seconded the motion to table action until the next meeting when the Department of Physics and Earth Science could present a revised proposal which would mirror the physics major.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Secondary Education for revisions to the Teaching Field – Biology


Mr. Sizemore moved approval and Mrs. Jane Wilson seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Secondary Education for revisions to the Teaching Field – Chemistry


Mr. Sizemore moved approval as revised in the attachment and Mrs. Jane Wilson seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Recommendations of the Distance Learning Advisory Committee


At the request of the Distance Learning Advisory Committee, this item was removed from the agenda until the committee can present it at a later date.

Additional Discussion – Guidelines for Non-Substantive/Editorial Change category


Mr. Sizemore made a motion and Mrs. Wilson seconded the motion to bring this item to a discussion.  The motion was approved unanimously.  Dr. Huddleston made a motion and Mr. Sizemore seconded the motion that all Non-Substantive/Editorial items presented to the committee must receive a vote from the committee.  The motion was approved unanimously.
Curriculum Committee Actions

Dr. Gaunder brought up for discussion the fact that he feels the committee should change its approach and be more proactive in initiating curriculum change rather than waiting for items to be submitted to the committee.  Items brought up for discussion were the honors program and allied health.  Following discussion, Dr. Gaunder made a motion and Dr. Lott seconded the motion acknowledging support to Dr. Newson in his presentation to the Budget Committee of the Honors Program.  The motion was approved unanimously.
