MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF MARCH 9, 2010

3:30 P.M., THE LOFT OF THE GUILLOT UNIVERSITY CENTER
The UNA Curriculum Committee met at 3:30 p.m. on Tuesday, March 9, 2010, in the Loft of the Guillot University Center.  The following members were present: Dr. Melissa Clark, Dr. Tom Coates, Dr. Bob Garfrerick, Dr. Kerry Gatlin, Dr. Vagn Hansen, Dr. Donna Jacobs, Dr. Ed Joubert, Dr. Janice Myhan, Dr. Lesley Peterson, Dr. Martha Rock, Dr. John G. Thornell, and Dr. Sue J. Wilson. Dr. Anna Lott, Chairperson, presided.  Dr. Craig Robertson attended as a guest.
Approval of the minutes of the meeting of February 12, 2010


Dr. Peterson moved approval and Dr. Rock seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of request from Enrollment Services for a Revised UCC-2 Form


Dr. Rock moved approval and Dr. Coates seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.
Revisit request from the Department of HPER for changes to the Exercise Science concentration


Dr. Joubert moved approval and Dr. Myhan seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.
Revisit request from the Department of HES for the cross-listing of ECE 474 with HES 474 – it was requested to become effective fall 2010 but the department requests an effective date of summer 2010


Dr. Coates moved approval and Dr. Rock seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.
Consideration of the request from the College of Nursing for the offering of NU 308 online through eCollege


No action was required from the Committee since this was an informational item.  By consensus, it was agreed that “Type of Delivery” should be removed from Form UCC-1.
Consideration of the request from the Bachelor of General Studies Committee, with endorsement from the Council of Academic Deans, for renaming of the Bachelor of General Studies (BGS) degree to the Bachelor of Interdisciplinary Studies (BIS) degree, and a revision of the curriculum

Dr. Rock made a motion and Dr. Coates seconded the motion approving the renaming of the degree.  The motion was approved unanimously.  Dr. Peterson made a motion and Dr. Rock seconded the motion approving the revisions to the curriculum.  The motion was approved unanimously.
Consideration of the request from the Bachelor of General Studies Committee, with endorsement from the Council of Academic Deans, for the development of new course, IDS 199, for students pursuing the Bachelor of Interdisciplinary Studies (BIS) degree


Dr. Coates moved approval and Dr. Rock seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.
Consideration of the request from the Bachelor of General Studies Committee, with endorsement from the Council of Academic Deans, for the development of new course, IDS 499, for students pursuing the Bachelor of Interdisciplinary Studies (BIS) degree


With agreement from Dr. Craig Robertson, who was present on behalf of the Bachelor of General Studies Degree Committee, Dr. Garfrerick made a motion and Dr. Rock seconded the motion approving the new course but with a change in course credit from 1 to 3 semester hours.  The motion was approved unanimously.  By consensus, it was agreed that Form UCC-4 should be revised to change the reference from B.G.S. degree to B.I.S. degree.

Upon motion by Dr. Garfrerick and second by Dr. Rock, the meeting adjourned at 4:15 p.m.
