
CURRICULUM COMMITTEE


MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THURSDAY, MAY 2, 2002


2:30 P.M., ROOM 404 OF STEVENS HALL
The UNA Curriculum Committee met at 2:30 p.m. on Thursday, May 2, 2002, in Room 404 of Stevens Hall.  Dr. Kaylene A. Gebert, Chairperson, presided over the meeting.  The following members were present:  Dr. Birdie Bailey, Dr. Sharon Campbell, Dr. Craig Christy, Ms. Charlotte Cramer, Dr. Kerry Gatlin, Dr. Fred Hattabaugh, Dr. Bill Huddleston, Dr. John D. Light, Dr. Anna Lott, Dr. Thomas P. Murray, Dr. Janice Nicholson, Dr. Elliott Pood, Dr. Craig Robertson, Dr. Tommie Singleton, Mr. Troy Skipworth, Dr. William R. The minutes of the meeting of March 20, 2002, were unanimously approved on motion by Dr. Hattabaugh and second by Dr. Gatlin.

Repeat-Recompute Policy


After considerable discussion, Dr. Bailey made a motion and Dr. Hattabaugh seconded the motion approving the entire package as presented for implementation with the start of the 2002 fall semester, applying the policy to any student who has not yet graduated when the policy takes effect, and presenting at a fall Curriculum Committee meeting for final approval language for inclusion in the catalogs.  Dr. Pood amended the motion and Dr. Bailey seconded the motion to revise the policy statement as follows:  strike the word “or” and add parenthesis around the words “up to 11 hours.”   The motions were approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the College of Arts and Sciences for proposed change to the Bachelor of General Studies program


Dr. Pood moved approval and Dr. Gatlin seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of English for addition of existing course to Option I – EN 460, adjustment of requirements to Options I and II – CS 110, addition of three 

hours to Professional Writing Concentration, adjustment of core requirement resulting from modifications in option requirements – OTS 496

Dr. Pood moved approval and Dr. Hattabaugh seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Information Item:  Changes in the Foods and Nutrition and Family Resource Management concentrations


This item was presented as an informational item and required no action from the committee.

Consideration of the request from the Department of HPER for the addition of two options, Exercise Science and Health Promotion, and minors and concentrations in these areas


Dr. Bailey moved approval and Dr. Robertson seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Role of Curriculum Committee in disseminating to the faculty information approved by the Curriculum Committee, Identification of high demand/possibly new academic programs, General Education Brochures

Consideration of the request from the College of Nursing for the inactivation of NU 412; course number/title change, NU 303 to NU 406; inactivation of NU 408; new course, NU 414; new course, NU 308; inactivation of NU 326


Dr. Gatlin moved approval and Ms. Cramer seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Management and Marketing for change in internship course requirement, request from the Department of Accounting and Business Law for elimination of AC 495 as a required course


Dr. Gatlin moved approval and Ms. Cramer seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Sociology for creation of criminology concentration


Dr. Robertson moved approval and Dr. Singleton seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of Curriculum Committee Agenda Items


Dr. Murray made a motion and Dr. Robertson seconded the motion that in the future, no Curriculum Committee item can be voted upon unless it has been in the hands of the Curriculum Committee members for at least one week.  The motion was approved by a vote of 15 for and 1 against.

Presidential Mentors Academy


Dr. Robertson voiced the opinion that the curriculum for the Presidential Mentors Academy should be approved through the Curriculum Committee.  Dr. Gebert explained that the program was initially housed in the Office of the Vice President for Business Affairs and with the recent approval of the President’s Executive Council and concurrence of Presidential Mentors Academy Coordinator Dr. Ernestine Davis, the program will now be housed within Academic Affairs and it is Dr. Gebert’s intent to bring forward any future curriculum changes to the Curriculum Committee for approval.
