The UNA Curriculum Committee met at 3:30 p.m. on Tuesday, October 10, 2006, in the Faculty-Staff Commons of the Guillot University Center. Minutes
The minutes of the meeting of September 19, 2006, were approved unanimously on motion by Dr. Sharon Campbell and second by Dr. Rieff.
Consideration of the request from the Department of CIS to remove CIS 240 from the course listings

Dr. Parris moved approval and Dr. Sharon Campbell seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Secondary Education for Business and Marketing Education program revisions

Dr. Parris moved approval and Dr. Sharon Campbell seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Chemistry and Industrial Hygiene for a new course, IH 401

Dr. Gaunder moved approval and Dr. Parris seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of English for a new course, EN 445, Consideration of the request from the Department of English for changes in the options for the Professional Writing major, Consideration of the request from the Department of English for changes in the Professional Writing minor

Dr. Rieff moved approval and Dr. Parris seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of History and Political Science for a new course, HI 202-H

Consideration of the request from the Department of Mathematics and Computer Science to offer one or more sections of MA 099, 100, and 112 on an 8-week basis during each half of the fall and spring semesters
Dr. Rieff moved approval and Dr. Joubert seconded the motion.  Dr. Parris made a subsequent motion and Dr. Rock seconded the motion to include a stipulation that this course will be evaluated in the 2009 fall semester at which time the course will sunset automatically unless reaffirmed by the Curriculum Committee.  The motions were approved by a vote of 11 for and 1 against.

Statement of Purpose for General Education Program – Institutional Effectiveness Subcommittee (Vagn Hansen)

Dr. Joubert moved approval and Dr. Peggy Campbell seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.  Dr. Hansen announced that the next step in the process would be to work with the departments to develop learning objectives for the general education program.

Dr. Parris moved approval and Dr. Sharon Campbell seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Biology to add MA 113 to list of prescribed supporting courses in mathematics for General, Professional, and Environmental options in Biology major and in Marine Biology major

Dr. Sharon Campbell moved approval and Dr. Parris seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Foreign Languages to add a laboratory fee to all Critical Languages courses

Dr. Joubert moved approval and Dr. Gaunder seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.  Dr. Hansen was asked to inform the Department of Foreign Languages that the fee could not be implemented nor added to the catalog until approved by the Board of Trustees in June 2007.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Geography to replace the topical geography requirement with a geography elective, Consideration of the request from the Department of Geography to change the GIS option to include one more elective and reduce the number of CIS courses by one, Consideration of the request from the Department of Geography for a course requirement change in Business Geography option, Consideration of the request from the Department of Geography for a new course, GE 490

Dr. Joubert moved approval and Dr. Gaunder seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.
