MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF TUESDAY, OCTOBER 5, 2004

3:30 P.M., FACULTY/STAFF COMMONS OF THE GUC
The UNA Curriculum Committee met at 3:30 p.m. on Tuesday, October 5, 2004, in the Faculty/Staff Commons of the Guillot University Center. Minutes
The minutes of the meeting of September 14, 2004, were unanimously approved on motion by Ms. Brooks and second by Dr. Lott.
Entertainment of motion to remove from the table consideration of the request from the Department of Physics and Earth Science for a new option, General Science

At the previous meeting, it was discussed that a motion was needed to remove the aforementioned item from the table.  After further investigation, it was determined this item had already been removed from the table and approved.

Consideration of the request from the Department of English for removal of prerequisites, EN 496 and EN 497

Dr. Rieff moved approval and Dr. Parris seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Secondary Education for change in program title, Chemistry to General Chemistry

Ms. Wilson moved approval and Ms. Brooks seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Secondary Education for change in Teaching Field – General Physics

Ms. Brooks moved approval and Dr. Parris seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Secondary Education for change in number of credit hours for ED 478 from three hours to one hour

Ms. Jane Wilson moved approval and Dr. McIntosh seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Discussion of Other Curriculum Goals

Dr. Rieff made a motion and Ms. Brooks seconded the motion to convene to the committee as a whole with open discussion of other curriculum goals.  The motion was approved unanimously.  Dr. Huddleston distributed a list of items that had been communicated to him for possible discussion.  The following items were discussed:

(a) Revising the current form for submitting proposals to the committee – Jeremy Stafford, Bob Gaunder, Joan Parris, and Anna Lott volunteered to serve as a subcommittee to expand the form for use with policy changes, new programs, changes in major, etc. and will bring back a draft form to the Committee in the spring semester.

(b) Development of a system to encourage and foster inter-disciplinary programs – Anna Lott and Lynne Rieff volunteered to serve as a subcommittee to investigate inter-disciplinary programs, look at models at other schools, and make recommendations to the Committee in the spring semester.  Various collaborations that are already taking place were discussed.  The Committee indicated an interest in seeing a listing of new programs developed by a subcommittee of the Curriculum Committee several years ago.

(c) Establishing specific curriculum achievements that must be satisfied for students who are Conditionally Admitted – Dr. Huddleston will invite Laura Young to the next meeting to report on her efforts in the Academic Advising Center and ways the Committee can assist her in this regard. Sue Wilson will obtain from Priscilla Holland data on the number of conditionally admitted students and will provide this data at the next meeting.

The remaining items on the list will be discussed at the October 19 meeting.

Upon motion and a second, the meeting was adjourned at 4:30 p.m.
