MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 14, 2004

3:30 P.M., FACULTY/STAFF COMMONS OF THE GUC
The UNA Curriculum Committee met at 3:30 p.m. on Tuesday, September 14, 2004, in the Faculty/Staff Commons of the Guillot University Center. Dr. Bill Huddleston, chairperson, presided.  Dr. Laura Stokes attended as a guest.
Scheduled Meetings
Dr. Huddleston reminded the committee that other meetings had been scheduled for 3:30 p.m. on October 5 and October 19.  He also announced that there are a few curricular items that have been submitted for the October 5 meeting but if discussions of those items are not too lengthy, there may be sufficient time to have general non-curricular conversations and, thus, it may not be necessary to hold the October 19 meeting.  However, that decision will be made at the October 5 meeting.
Tabled Item

An issue was brought up about removing an item that had been tabled at the March 4 meeting relative to a physics proposal relating to No Child Left Behind.  The chair indicated he would entertain a motion to do so at the October 5 meeting.
Minutes
The minutes of the meeting of September 7, 2004, were unanimously approved on motion by Dr. Parris and second by Dr. McIntosh.
Consideration of the request from the College of Education for changes in admission to teacher education programs


Ms. Jane Wilson moved approval and Dr. Parris seconded the motion.  After extensive discussion, the motion was unanimously approved.

Consideration of the request from the College of Education for changes in admission to student internship


Dr. Parris moved approval and Dr. McIntosh seconded the motion.  After extensive discussion, the motion was approved by a vote of 11 for and 1 against.  Dr. Gaunder requested that when proposals are submitted to the committee that the form include the old proposal as well as the new proposal.  No action was taken on the request.

Consideration of the request from the College of Education to combine the business education and marketing education majors into one major


Ms. Jane Wilson moved approval and Dr. McIntosh seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.  It was mentioned that the State Department of Education has applauded UNA on this merging of programs and that since UNA is the first school to merge these two programs, it will probably become a model for other schools.

Consideration of approvals for time offering of courses


Dr. Rieff made a motion and Dr. McIntosh seconded the motion to no longer require approval by the Curriculum Committee for a change in time offering of courses.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Revision of Undergraduate Curriculum Committee Proposal Form

Dr. McIntosh made a motion and Dr. Parris seconded the motion to remove the Curriculum Committee chair signature line from the form since the chair signs the committee minutes.  The motion was approved unanimously.


Upon motion by Dr. Parris and second by Ms. Wilson, the meeting was adjourned at 4:20 p.m.
