MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF SEPTEMBER 19, 2006

3:30 P.M., FACULTY-STAFF COMMONS - GUC
The UNA Curriculum Committee met at 3:30 p.m. on Tuesday, September 19, 2006, in the Faculty-Staff Commons of the Guillot University Center.  The following members were present: Dr. Birdie Bailey, Dr. Peggy Campbell, Dr. Sharon Campbell, Dr. Kerry Gatlin, Dr. Vagn Hansen, Dr. Donna Jacobs, Dr. Charles Joubert, Dr. Francis Koti, Dr. Linda Lewis, Mr. Josh McFall, Dr. Roosevelt Newson, Dr. Joan Parris, Dr. Lynne Rieff, Dr. Martha Rock, Mr. Jeremy Stafford, Dr. Sue Wilson, and Dr. Bob Young.  Dr. Anna Lott, chairperson, presided.

Minutes
The minutes of the meeting of April 27, 2006, were approved unanimously on motion by Dr. Rieff and second by Dr. Joan Parris.
Election of Vice Chair

Dr. Parris nominated Dr. Lynne Rieff and Dr. Peggy Campbell seconded the motion.  No additional nominations were made.  Dr. Rieff was elected by acclimation.

UNA 101 Course for Presidential Mentors Academy Students (Ernestine Davis)

Dr. Ernestine Davis was in attendance to explain the UNA 101 course that is offered to PMA students.  The UNA 101 course, as well as NU 310, was developed in 1997 when the PMA organization was approved.  The UNA 101 course is traditionally taught in July by Dr. Joy Borah.  Dr. Davis indicated this was a course that originally began as UNA 100 but was changed to 101 when the original UNA 101 course was removed from the catalog.   In order to regularize the course, Dr. Davis was asked to submit a proposal so that the committee could reaffirm the offering of these courses to PMA students.  In the proposal, Dr. Davis was asked to consider renumbering the UNA 101 course and to consider whether the NU 310 course needs a 300-level designation.

Excerpt from September 9, 2005, minutes – Dr. Campbell moved approval of adoption of the new course and Ms. Wilson seconded the motion.  Dr. Huddleston made a motion and Dr. Gaunder seconded the motion to amend the original motion to include a stipulation that this course will be evaluated on a yearly basis (each fall beginning with the 2007 fall semester) for four years at which time the course will sunset automatically unless reaffirmed by the Curriculum Committee.  The motion was approved unanimously.  Dr. Huddleston made a subsequent motion and Dr. Rieff seconded the motion to strike the department’s version and accept Dean Hansen’s version of the course description.  The motion was approved unanimously.  The original motion for course approval was passed by a vote of 11 for and 1 against.
Dr. Parris made a motion and Dr. Sharon Campbell seconded the motion to continue offering the course with a yearly evaluation.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from Dr. Vince Brewton for new courses, HON 496 and HON 499

Dr. Joubert made a motion and Dr. Rieff seconded the motion approving both courses, with a revision to HON 499 of from 0-6 hours credit.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Accounting and Business Law for addition of math prerequisite or co-requisite for AC 291, Consideration of the request from the Department of Accounting and Business Law for a new course, AC 481

Dr. Parris moved approval and Dr. Rieff seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Sociology for new course, SO 395, Consideration of the request from the Department of Sociology for change in type of delivery for sociology major or minor

The request relative to SO 395 was an informational item that required no action from the committee.  Dr. Campbell made a motion and Mr. McFall seconded the motion authorizing the offering of the sociology major online.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Psychology for change in time offering and addition of prerequisite for PY 201H, Consideration of the request from the Department of Psychology for change in time offering of PY 425, Consideration of the request from the Department of Psychology for removal of restrictions on repetition of PY 490

Dr. Parris moved approval and Mr. McFall seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Economics and Finance for new course, EC 251H

Dr. Parris moved approval and Mr. Stafford seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Physics and Earth Science for a new course, ES 121H, Consideration of the request from the Department of Physics and Earth Science for the inclusion of Advanced Quantum Mechanics as a possible topic covered in PH 480-489, Topics in Physics

The request relative to Advanced Quantum Mechanics was an informational item that required no action from the committee.  Dr. Rieff moved approval of the ES 121H course and Dr. Peggy Campbell seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.


Dr. Peggy Campbell moved to adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 4:50 p.m.  The remaining agenda items will be considered at the October 10 meeting.
