
CURRICULUM COMMITTEE


MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 23, 2003

3:30 P.M., FACULTY/STAFF COMMONS OF THE GUC
The UNA Curriculum Committee met at 3:30 p.m. on Tuesday, September 23, 2003, in the Faculty/Staff Commons of the Guillot University Center.  The following members were present:  Dr. Keith Absher, Dr. Birdie Bailey, Dr. Eddy Joe Brackin, Dr. Sharon Campbell, Ms. Wendy Darby, Dr. Robert Gaunder, Dr. Bill Huddleston, Dr. Anna Lott, Dr. Joyce McIntosh, Dr. Mike Moeller, Dr. Janice Myhan, Dr. Lynne Rieff, Dr. John Wakefield, Ms. Jane Wilson, and Dr. Sue Wilson.  Dr. Joan Parris, chairperson, presided.  Guests included Martha Rock, David Muse, Ron Smith, Craig Christy, and Laura Stokes.
The minutes of the meeting of September 9, 2003, were unanimously approved on motion by Dr. Absher and second by Dr. Rieff.
Consideration of the request from the Department of Management and Marketing for the addition of two new electives


Ms. Wilson moved approval and Dr. Campbell seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.  During discussion, it was pointed out this elective course would be offered once a year and when offered, Dr. Gerald Crawford would offer one less international class in order to avoid an overload for a current faculty member or the hiring of an adjunct faculty member.  Dr. Absher was advised the graduate component of the course would need to be submitted to the Graduate Council for approval.
Non-Substantive/Editorial Change:  Request from the College of Nursing and Allied Health for chemistry course substitutions

This was an information item and required no action from the committee.  However, considerable discussion was held on the subject and the manner in which the substitution would be noted in the catalog.  Dr. Bailey confirmed that the following would be inserted next to the CH 102 course:  “*options available” and that the optional courses would be listed in the catalog.

Consideration of the request from the College of Nursing and Allied Health for a new course, NU 322R

Ms. Darby moved approval and Dr. Absher seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.  During discussion, it was pointed out this elective course would be offered once a year and when offered, would not require the hiring of additional faculty.
Non-Substantive/Editorial Change:  Request from the College of Nursing and Allied Health for revision to program goals

This was an information item and required no action from the committee.
Consideration of the request from the Department of Mathematics and Computer Science for revisions to the mathematics major

Dr. Campbell moved approval and Dr. Brackin seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Foreign Languages for changes in course title and description, FL 200

Dr. Huddleston made a motion and Dr. Rieff seconded the motion approving the requested changes with the following amendment to the last sentence of the course description:  strike “such” and “as the GRE, GMAT, LSAT, and Miller Analogies Test.”  The motion was approved unanimously.

Dr. Rieff moved approval and Dr. Absher seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.  Dr. Smith was advised the graduate component of the course would need to be submitted to the Graduate Council for approval.

Dr. Gaunder moved approval and Dr. Rieff seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Repeat/Recompute Policy Wording Change

Chair Parris reported that a proposed revision of the wording of the Repeat/Recompute Policy in the university catalog as revised by Dr. Gaunder and approved by the Council of Academic Deans would be presented at the next meeting.  Dr. Sue Wilson reported that to date, 68 students have taken advantage of the new Repeat/Recompute Policy.
