MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 7, 2004

3:30 P.M., FACULTY/STAFF COMMONS OF THE GUC
The UNA Curriculum Committee met at 3:30 p.m. on Tuesday, September 7, 2004, in the Faculty/Staff Commons of the Guillot University Center.  The following members were present:  Dr. Birdie Bailey, Dr. Eddy Joe Brackin, Dr. Sharon Campbell, Dr. Mark Edwards, Dr. Kerry Gatlin, Dr. Robert Gaunder, Dr. Vagn Hansen, Dr. Anna Lott, Dr. Joyce McIntosh, Dr. Roosevelt Newson, Dr. Joan Parris, Dr. Lynne Rieff, Dr. Martha Rock, Ms. Jane Wilson, and Dr. Sue Wilson.  Dr. Bill Huddleston, chairperson, presided.
Election of Vice Chair

Dr. Gaunder nominated Dr. Lynne Rieff and Dr. Bailey seconded the motion.  Dr. Rieff declined the nomination.  Dr. Parris nominated Dr. Myhan and Dr. Rock seconded the motion.  Dr. Rock moved to cease nominations and Ms. Wilson seconded the motion.  Dr. Myhan was elected Vice Chair by acclamation.
Scheduled Meetings
Dr. Huddleston announced other meetings for 3:30 p.m. on October 5 and October 19.  If there are no curricular items submitted for the October 5 meeting and general conversations can be held, it may not be necessary to hold the October 19 meeting.

Minutes
The minutes of the meeting of August 31, 2004, were unanimously approved on motion by Ms. Jane Wilson and second by Dr. Parris.
Reconsideration of the request from the Department of English for changes to Option II, Professional Writing


Dr. McIntosh moved approval and Dr. Rock seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Reconsideration of the request from the Department of English to bring Language Arts option in line with English major core


Dr. Rieff moved approval and Dr. Parris seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Reconsideration of the request from the Department of English for changes to Option I, English


Dr. Rieff moved approval and Dr. McIntosh seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Reconsideration of the request from the Department of English for establishment of common core for all three options in English major


Dr. Rieff moved approval and Dr. McIntosh seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Reconsideration of the request from the Department of Mathematics and Computer Science for new course, CS 470


Ms. Jane Wilson moved approval and Dr. Campbell seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Reconsideration of the request from the Department of Mathematics and Computer Science for new course, CS 245


Ms. Jane Wilson moved approval and Dr. McIntosh seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.  Dr. Gatlin noted that the Department of CIS was not consulted on these changes and asked that they be consulted in the future.

Carryover from August 31 meeting -- Review of Repeat/Recompute Policy per 3-20-02 Curriculum Committee Minutes – excerpt – “After considerable discussion, Dr. Pood made a motion and Dr. Light seconded the motion approving the policy as revised by the Council of Academic Deans on March 18, 2002, which is contained as an attachment to these minutes, with the stipulation that this policy will be evaluated on a yearly basis for at least three years at which time the policy will sunset automatically unless reaffirmed by the Curriculum Committee.” – second year of review


Dr. McIntosh moved to reaffirm the policy and Dr. Campbell seconded the motion.  Sue Wilson reported that 216 students (for 363 classes) had taken advantage of this policy.  The motion was approved unanimously.  After further discussion, Dr. Parris made a motion and Dr. McIntosh seconded the motion to eliminate the “one-time” requirement from the policy so as not to so limit the students with the policy.  The motion was approved unanimously.  This change would result in the following changes on page 49 of the 2004-05 Undergraduate Catalog:  the statement “A student will have only one opportunity during enrollment at UNA to utilize the Repeat/Recompute Policy” will be eliminated and the following statement will be revised as marked:  “A student will request the one-time recomputing by filing a card, which lists the courses, with the Office of the Registrar at any time prior to or on the last day of drop/add of the semester of anticipation graduation.”
Consideration of the request from the Department of Music for new courses, MU 109, 209, 309, 409


Dr. Lott moved approval and Ms. Jane Wilson seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Foreign Languages for change in time offering, FL 101


Dr. Campbell moved approval and Dr. McIntosh seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Communications and Theatre for new course, TH 320


Dr. Rock moved approval and Dr. McIntosh seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the College of Nursing and Allied Health for modifications in program/policies


Dr. Parris moved approval and Dr. Rock seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.  The college was asked to reference on page 45 and in the College of Nursing section that these changes were mandated by state board and accreditation requirements.

Consideration of the request from the College of Nursing and Allied Health for a statement governing the return to nursing courses following withdrawal or failure


Dr. Rock moved approval and Dr. McIntosh seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the College of Nursing and Allied Health for a statement on clinical failure


Dr. Rock moved approval and Dr. Parris seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.  The college was asked to reference this statement in the Withdrawal section and the College of Nursing section of the catalog.

Consideration of the request from the College of Nursing and Allied Health for revision in mission statement, Consideration of the request from the College of Nursing and Allied Health for revision in program goals


Dr. Rock moved approval and Dr. McIntosh seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of Management and Marketing for addition of MG 462 as required course in Management Option I


Dr. Parris moved approval and Dr. McIntosh seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the College of Education for changes in admission to teacher education programs, Consideration of the request from the College of Education for changes in admission to student internship, Consideration of the request from the College of Education to combine the business education and marketing education majors into one major, Consideration of approvals for time offering of courses

The materials for these items were distributed and will be considered at the September 14 meeting.

Upon motion by Ms. Jane Wilson and second by Dr. McIntosh, the meeting was adjourned at 4:45 p.m.
