Students eligible for a Ross Scholarship include those majoring or minoring in Foreign Languages, French, German or Spanish who will participate in a study abroad trip in the Department of Foreign Languages during the current academic year.
One or more awards will be available per year, depending on the merit of applications received.


Deadline for award application: February 1, 2023
The following basic criteria will be applied to applications. Applicants must have:

· Minimum cumulative GPA of 2.5 overall;
· Minimum cumulative GPA of 2.5 in the foreign language major or minor.
All criteria will be interpreted according to the discretion of the Department Scholarship Committee. In judging a scholarship candidate, the Committee will consider a student’s potential for making a contribution in the area of Foreign Languages as well as evidence of academic achievement, responsible character, sense of purpose, growth, need, and participation in departmental activities. Significant contribution to foreign languages or the department may be a deciding factor, if all other criteria are judged equal.
