The reason for meeting today was to discuss the following issues with Pres. Potts:

1.
Routing of issues – The Staff Council recalled instances where issues of concern to staff had not been routed through the Staff Council.  It was requested that, in the future, issues that concern the staff should be routed to the Staff Council.

2.
Response from Mr. Steen regarding UNA hiring practices – Following the receipt of an anonymous letter to Pres. Potts with a copy to Chair Margaret Farley regarding unfair and inconsistent hiring practices, the Staff Council sent a memo to Mr. Steen requesting that he talk with the Council about the University’s procedure for filling vacant positions.  Mr. Steen responded by memo indicating that he did not feel it was appropriate for him to meet with the Staff Council to discuss this issue.  Instead, he sent a copy of the Staff and Service Employment Application Procedures, Examples of Interview Questions (for a secretarial position), and a copy of the University of North Alabama Personnel Policies and Procedures.  It was agreed upon that this did not answer the Council’s question.  Pres. Potts indicated that he would speak to Mr. Steen and ask that he speak to the Staff Council regarding the original question concerning unfair and inconsistent hiring practices.

3.
Bylaws – Pres. Potts approved all changes made to the Bylaws.

4.
Tax Reform – Pres. Potts spoke with the Council concerning the Tax Reform that was proposed by the Governor and passed by the Legislature.  Pres. Potts asked that the Staff Council consider supporting the Tax Reform and work with others on campus to develop a strategy for gathering support for the tax reform package.
