The meeting was called to order by Sandra Poole, Staff Council Chair.  She welcomed the new members, Melissa Burgett and Robin Stovall, and expressed appreciation for their willingness to serve. 

Minutes from the last meeting and the meeting with President Potts on June 25 were read and unanimously approved. Copies of the revised Staff Council Bylaws that were approved by President Potts were distributed.
Brad Peeden reported briefly on the Faculty/Staff Welfare Committee. An issue of concern that has been changed is the funding of employees for a doctoral program.  The new policy states that a person wishing to pursue the terminal degree must get approval from their vice president and there has to be funds in their budget to cover the cost.
Debbie Thornton and Sandra Poole reported on a working breakfast they attended on August 18 as members of The Shared Governance Committee.  Every committee had a representative in attendance. This breakfast was held in an effort to share information and get input from different committee members. They both felt the meeting went well and was very productive.
Margaret Farley, on behalf of the Registrar’s Office, spoke briefly on enrollment and retention efforts. 
Goals for the 2003-2004 were considered. The three major goals will be (1) Equality in the workplace; (2) Salary Survey (when funds are available); and (3) Environmental concerns within the campus work area. 

One of the previous concerns of the Council has been the lack of any type of orientation for new employees. On September 16, new employees will be having an orientation meeting. Employees will be informed about proper workplace procedures and facilities available to them for their personal use, etc.
Meeting dates for fall semester were established. Those dates are September 9, October 14, November 11, and December 9.
