The Graduate Council met at 3:30 p.m. on Thursday, February 4, 2010, in the Loft of the Guillot University Center.  Dr. Linda Armstrong, Chairperson, presided. Revisit – Consideration of the request from Enrollment Services for establishment of an admissions denial appeal process

Dr. Carter made a motion and Dr. Leonard seconded the motion to approve the revised statement as submitted by the Council of Academic Deans whereby a Faculty Appeals Committee in each college would consider appeals rather than the Graduate Council.  The motion was approved unanimously.
Consideration of the request from the Department of Counselor Education for the addition of a $30 laboratory fee to CHD 678


Dr. Carter moved approval and Dr. King seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.
Consideration of the request from the Department of HPER for the addition of a $30 laboratory fee to HPE 685 (formerly HPE 598)


Dr. King moved approval and Dr. Carter seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.
Consideration of the request from the Department of HPER for the inactivation of courses, HPE 520, 521, 606, 621


Dr. Carter moved approval and Dr. Leonard seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.
Consideration of the request from the Department of HPER for all 700-level courses to be changed to 600-level and HPE 598 be changed to 600-level:  HPE 710 to 675, HPE 740 to 680, HPE 770 to 670, HPE 598 to 685

Dr. Carter moved approval and Dr. King seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Consideration of the request from the Department of HPER for new courses, HPE 640, 651, 665, 693, 695


Dr. Carter moved approval and Dr. Leonard seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.
Consideration of the request from the Department of HPER for a new program, M.S. in Health and Human Performance


Dr. Carter moved approval and Dr. Aquadro seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.  The Department of HPER is in the process of developing a NISP to be submitted to ACHE.
Consideration of the request from the Department of HPER for the inactivation of the MA in Health Promotion and Human Performance


Dr. Carter moved approval and Dr. King seconded the motion, contingent on the approval by ACHE of the new program:  M.S. in Health and Human Performance.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Dr. Hansen reported that in response to questions from ACHE on the NISP for the M.S. in Geospatial Science, the Department of Geography may come back to the February 11 meeting with some proposed changes to the aforementioned program.

Additional Items

Dr. Gatlin reported that he may bring the following items to the meeting next week:  (1) a request to change the wording from “a new application for admission may be required in the Office of Admission” rather than the current wording of “must be filed” within the section on Reinstatement; and (2) a request to change language regarding dismissal after six semester hours of C work or below to reflect dismissal if a student’s grade point average drops to less than 3.0.
