Department Chair Meeting Minutes
College of Arts and Sciences
April 30, 2013

The meeting was called to order at 8:03 a.m. on Tuesday, April 30, 2013. Dr. Vagn K. Hansen, Dean of the College of Arts and Sciences, presided. Department Chairs present:  Ms. Chiong-Yiao Chen, Dr. Paul Kittle, Dr. Brent Olive, Dr. Gregory Pitts, Mr. Wayne Bergeron, Dr. Larry Adams, Dr. Bob Garfrerick, Dr. Claudia Vance, Dr. Greg Gaston for Dr. Francis Koti, Dr. Christopher Maynard, Dr. Cindy Stenger, LTC Mike Snyder, Dr. David McCullough, Dr. Richard Hudiburg, Dr. Joy Borah, and Dr. Jerri Bullard. Debbie Tubbs took the minutes. 

1.	Approval of Minutes from April 16, 2013. The minutes were approved.

2.	Curriculum Change Proposals from the Department of Sociology and Family Studies. Dr. Bullard made a motion to propose a new graduate course SO 543 (3) Social Psychology of Intimate Relations.  The motion was seconded; the proposal was opened for discussion, and adopted.

	Dr. Bullard made a motion to add SO/WS 223 Marriage and the Family as a prerequisite for SO 300 Sociology of Gender and Sexual Behavior, SO 308 Aging and Society, and SO 430 Law and Society, and to delete SO 221 Introductory Sociology as a prerequisite for SO 403 Social Gerontology.  The motion was seconded; the proposal was opened for discussion, and adopted.

	Dr. Bullard made a motion to add SO 222 Current Social Problems as a prerequisite for SO 310 Methods of Social Research and, after a friendly amendment, to add SO 222 and SO 310 Methods of Social Research as a prerequisite for SO 428 Modern Sociological Theory.  The motion was seconded; the proposal was opened for discussion, and with the amendment, was adopted.

3.	Curriculum Change Proposals from the Department of Communications.  Dr. Pits made a motion to add a W to COM 303 and change the name to COM 303W Communications Research Methods; to add a W to COM 400 Communication Law and Ethics; and to add a W to TH 310 Script Analysis. The motion was seconded; the proposal was opened for discussion, and adopted.

	Dr. Pitts made a motion to add the statement “Prerequisite: minimum English ACT score of 16 or satisfactory completion of EN 099 or higher” to COM 201 Fundamentals of Speech.  The motion was seconded; the proposal was opened for discussion, and adopted.

	Dr. Pitts made a motion to change the course number and name of COM 210 to COM 211 (3) Business and Professional Speaking and add the statement “Prerequisite: minimum English ACT score of 16 or satisfactory completion of EN 099 or higher.”   The motion was seconded; the proposal was opened for discussion, and adopted.

	Dr. Pitts made a motion to propose a new course, COM 221 (3) Human Communication.  The motion was seconded; the proposal was opened for discussion, and adopted.

	Dr. Pitts made a motion to change the course number of COM 350 to COM 231 Argumentation and Debate.  The motion was seconded; the proposal was opened for discussion, and adopted.

	Dr. Pitts made a motion to modify Area II of UNA’s General Education requirements to allow any one of these four communication classes to meet the communications/speech requirement:  COM 201 Fundamentals of Speech, COM 211 Business and Professional Speaking, COM 221 Human Communications, or COM 231 Argumentation and Debate. The motion was seconded and the proposal was opened for discussion.  During discussion there was both concern expressed that the timing for adding anything to Area II while there is a University committee working on core competencies and support expressed for giving students more options.  Dr. Hansen asked for a vote and show of hands.  The proposal failed with a vote of six opposed and five in favor.  

4.	Curriculum Change Proposals from the Department of Mathematics.  Dr. Stenger made a motion to consider the following four proposals for one vote:
· Create MA 125H (4) Honors Calculus I
· Revise the prerequisite of MA 325 Introduction to Discrete Mathematics to MA 113 or higher.
· Delete from mathematics major/secondary education major in the catalog on page 121 the statement requiring MA 112 or MA 113 or MA 115.
· Delete reference to Area III requirements in the catalog on page 120 that lists MA 113 or MA 155.  This is duplication and clean-up of the catalog as students who major in math will automatically meet this requirement.
	The motion was seconded; the proposal was opened for discussion, and adopted.

	Dr. Stenger made a motion to propose a new course, MA 420 (3) Combinatorics and Graph Theory which will be used as the middle course for their QEP.  The motion was seconded; the proposal was opened for discussion, and adopted.

	Dr. Stenger made a motion to add CS 155 and MA 420 to the prerequisites for MA 417 Applied Mathematics. The motion was seconded; the proposal was opened for discussion, and adopted.

	Dr. Stenger made a motion to propose a new course, MA 490 (1) Undergraduate Math Mentoring.  The motion was seconded and the proposal was opened for discussion.  During the discussion, a friendly amendment was suggested and accepted to delete reference to service learning, to add departmental approval was needed, and to add the course may be repeated once for credit.  With these amendments, the proposal was adopted.

	Dr. Stenger made a motion to revise the major as listed on page 121 in the catalog by:  adding Linear Algebra (MA 237) as a requirement; adding a new course MA 420 Combinatorics/Graph Theory as a requirement; moving Advanced Linear Algebra and Introduction to Analysis to a list of electives; adding a research/service requirement for the major (either 3 hours MA 295 or MA 395 or MA 495 OR 2 hours MA 490); and adding option to take MA 125H, Honors Calculus.  The motion was seconded; the proposal was opened for discussion, and adopted.

5.	Distance Learning Liaisons.  The advisory committee on distance learning is looking at the idea of bringing a standardized look to all distance learning courses.  There is a concept of each department or cluster of departments to have a liaison for these courses.  This is still developing and Dr. Hansen will report more information as it becomes available.

6.	Faculty Development Leave Policy.  Dr. Hansen reported there has been a change in date for faculty proposals for Faculty Development Leave.

7.	Promotion Portfolios.  The Faculty Affairs Committee of the Faculty Senate has decided that fall 2013 promotion portfolios will not be submitted electronically, but on paper.  There was concern about the security of the portfolios.

8.	Adjunct Limits.  The Faculty Handbook states that adjunct should be limited to teaching no more than six credit hours unless permission is secured from the dean and VPAA.  Because of the Affordable health Care Act, employees working three-fourths time or more must be provided health care.  Beginning with summer 2013, the limit of six hours cannot be exceeded.  (In response to a question regarding contact hours, Dr. Hansen indicated his belief that eight hours would probably be permitted.)

9.	Commencement for December 2013.  There will be two ceremonies beginning with the December Commencement.  Dr. Hansen stated that A & S and Nursing would be the likely pairing.  There was some concern from our department chairs that this pairing would force double majors in education and A & S to have to make a decision as to which ceremony to attend whereas education and A&S might be a more natural pairing.

10.	Computer Literacy.  There is a committee discussing what computer literacy means and deciding what goes into the catalog.  Presently, four skills have been identified:  visual presentation, preparation of formal paper, use of Excel, and academic databases. 

11.	Allocation of Federal Work Study.  Dr. Hansen stated department chairs recently received their federal work study balances and to please let him know if there will be any excess money in their federal work study accounts so it can be reallocated with the understanding that next year’s money will be reset.

11.	Report from COAD.  Dr. Hansen stated that most of the items discussed today were from COAD and he had nothing more to report.

9.	Other
	-Dr. Garfrerick asked if the deadline for reflecting on annual goals had been changed to September 15 and other department chairs confirmed that this could be completed any time up to September 15.
