Student Immunization Policy –Dr. Gren moved to recommend the policy with the enumerated inclusions noted below.  Dr. Burkhalter seconded and the motion was approved unanimously. 
1. An exemption will be granted for students registered in completely on-line programs.  That exemption will be voided if a student subsequently enrolls in a campus class.
2. The Meningococcal Quadrivalent vaccine moved from recommended status to “required for first-time college students under the age of 22 living on campus, per CDC guidelines.”

3. Proof of immunization should become part of the application process.  Students without immunizations should not be allowed on campus, to ensure the welfare of the entire campus community.
