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Program Objectives:

· To provide students with a rigorous academic experience in a unique environment that moves beyond a tourist experience
· To provide students with access to one of the world’s great academic centers and access to world-class research facilities
· To provide students with more personalized academic guidance and exposure to the active research agendas of UNA’s faculty
· To provide students with a one-month immersion experience in British culture
· To encourage future study abroad experiences amongst UNA students
· To encourage future academic relationships for students, faculty and staff with UK institutions

Academic Program Outline:

· Students will complete six credit hours of academic work in either History or English during the University’s July term (5 July to 30 July, 2016).
· The History and English departments will create two three-credit-hour special topics courses designed to be taught concurrently. Each student will be expected to enroll in both the courses appropriate to his or her level and department, according to one of the following programs of study:
· EN 496 Special Topics; 
· EN 596 Special Topics; 
· HI 490 Special Topics; 
· HI 590 Special Topics; 
English majors with the necessary prerequisites can instead enroll in a combination of EN 496 Special Topics and EN 491W Senior Seminar (capstone).

· While Drs. Bibbee and Peterson will be responsible for the assessment of their courses, the instructors will collaborate in the planning and delivery of their courses, and students will be brought together into large interdisciplinary groups at regular intervals as appropriate. The instructors may also, depending on student interest, find opportunity to create small ad hoc interdisciplinary teams of students who will work together outside the classroom. 
· All courses will take the city of London (its roads, regions, buildings, institutions, and communities) as their primary text, and will focus accordingly on interlinking aspects of the cultural, social, geographical, political and literary histories of the city of London. As a result, the city and its institutions will serve as the classroom for UNA students, and instructors will facilitate their exploration of the city with lectures, assigned texts, essays and projects. 
· All students will be required to obtain Reader’s Cards for the British Library (BL), one of the world’s great research institutions. The core courses will each include a structured research unit that will serve as an orientation to the BL and that will be tied to our 2016 theme. Each student will be required to do research in the BL in partial fulfillment of the requirements of the research project course.




Enrichment Opportunities:

· Students will not be required to travel outside London, but they will have ample opportunity to do so, since classes will only be held Monday through Friday. Instructors will encourage students to travel to other sites in England including Oxford, Stratford-upon-Avon, Brighton, Salisbury, Cambridge, Stonehenge, and Bath. In addition to facilitating several such excursions, instructors will also organize enrichment experiences within London, such as visits to theatres and museums. This will be in addition to exploring sites central to our course of study. 

Proposed Student Budget:

London is one of the world’s most expensive cities and fluctuating exchanges rates make it difficult to predict the cost to the student.
· Every effort is made to reduce the out of pocket costs to the student.  We have included several tickets to major attractions as well as facilities that will provide daily breakfast to aid in reducing your costs.
· Food costs begin at approximately £25 per day for three meals, and may vary based on the student’s dietary needs.  Obviously this figure is not fixed, but London offers cuisines representing its over 300 different ethnic and linguistic groups.
